
In Indianapolis and Bloomington, Indiana, undercover video 
evidence was obtained of Planned Parenthood counselors 
dodging their legal duty to report statutory rape of young 
girls.  In both cases, counselors failed to report the rape of 
underage girls and told them how to evade Indiana’s parental 
consent law by crossing state lines to get an abortion.  The

In 
response to the 
Bloomington 

video evidence, Indiana Attorney General Steve Carter has 
started an investigation of Planned Parenthood.  While an 
investigation is encouraging, it should be noted Indiana’s 
Attorney General in 2005 tried unsuccessfully to get Planned 
Parenthood’s records of 84 underage girls thought to have 
been sexual abuse victims.

Question: What do Overland Park, Kansas; Indianapolis 
and Bloomington, Indiana; Winston-Salem and 

Charlotte, North Carolina; and Cincinnati, Ohio all have 
in common?  Answer: All are locations where evidence 
exposing Planned Parenthood’s illegal late term abortions or 
cover up of statutory rape of young girls has been obtained.

In Overland Park, 
Kansas, Attorney 
General Phill 
Kline successfully 
obtained and 
used Planned 
P a r e n t h o o d 
abortion records 
to file 107 charges 
alleging state law 
violations.  The 
charges  originate 
from a 2003 
investigation and 
consist of child 
rape, performing 
illegal late term 
abortions and 
falsifying medical 
records.  Planned 
Parenthood has 
used every legal 
tactic imaginable 
to defeat the case and avoid prosecution.  Reports indicate that 
Planned Parenthood is even arguing that it is unconstitutional 
to report child rape because it invades a minor’s privacy.  
In addition, Planned Parenthood and its media allies have 
used misleading language to hide the truth from the public.  
Nevertheless, the legal obstacles have been overcome, the 
evidence against Planned Parenthood has been preserved, 
and prosecution is moving forward.

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In North Carolina, undercover videos were taken of two volunteers for Students for Life of America (SFLA) who posed as 
underage girls and entered Planned Parenthood clinics in Winston-Salem and Charlotte.  The videos were made in June, 
2008.  Each girl told Planned Parenthood workers she had just had unprotected sex with their mother’s boyfriend.  The girls 
also said the boyfriend was in his 30’s and that he suggested they get the Morning After Pill.  On the basis of this information 
alone, North Carolina’s statutory rape laws require a person aware of these facts to notify authorities.  Also, when told of 
the situation by the girls, Planned Parenthood staffers called it statutory rape.  But that’s as far as it went.  SFLA found 
that neither Planned Parenthood location reported the girls’ stories to police department authorities.  Not only did Planned 
Parenthood fail to report as required by law, both clinics were ready to put the girls on birth control without informing their 
parents.  The girls were also told that anyone over age 18 could buy the Morning After Pill in a drug store.

In Cincinnati, Planned Parenthood has been accused of covering up 
the sexual abuse of a teenage girl by her father.  Ohio law requires 
professionals such as doctors, nurses, and teachers to report alleged 
sexual abuse.  According to the 2007 lawsuit against Planned 
Parenthood, the teenager claims she was sexually abused by her father 
for another 18 months because Planned Parenthood failed to report the 
incest.  After telling someone else about the incest, the girl’s father was 
prosecuted and sentenced to five years in prison.

In a second case involving Planned Parenthood of Southwest Ohio 
in Cincinnati, a 14-year old girl was impregnated by her 22-year 
old soccer coach.  He then took her to Planned Parenthood for an 
abortion.  The soccer coach signed-off on the abortion saying he was 
her step-brother. The girl’s parents were neither notified nor gave 
their consent for the abortion.  The parents filed a lawsuit against 
Planned Parenthood for failure to report the incident as required by 
Ohio’s parental notification law and for failure to report an incident 
of possible child abuse to authorities. The parents’ case is weakened 
somewhat because the daughter gave Planned Parenthood a false phone 
number for notification purposes.  However, Planned Parenthood did 
nothing to confirm they were talking to the parents when they made the 
required notification call.

Planned Parenthood’s 2006-2007 Annual Report claims they “protect 
women’s health and safety.”  The various cases chronicled above and 
the likely hundreds of unreported similar cases demonstrate their claim 
is false.  Further, they have little respect for the law when it conflicts 
with their abortion agenda, and will avoid and evade any law that 
interferes with their distorted notion of sexuality.  Clearly, Planned 
Parenthood thinks they are above the law and manipulates the legal 
system to obtain their desired outcome.     

Additional evidence of Planned Parenthood’s disregard for the law 
is their pricing policy for contraceptives subsidized by public funds. 
Fraud is the issue in California where state auditors in 2004 found that 
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
